* The Mid-west's premier professional golf toumament, The Centel Weslern
Open, moved Into south suburban Lemonl In 1981, The Divislon of
Environmental Health was responsible for inspections of the Tood service
establishments, water supply and other environmental conditions during the
week-long tournament held at Cog Hill Country Club.

* Because of drastie increases in reported cases of syphilis, investigation of cases
became a priority for epldemiclogists In 1991, A conference was held for educators
and community leaders to address the syphilis epidemic. Local data and
prevention messages were shared with communily leaders and health care
providers in an elfort to foster community ownership of this problem.

* HIV anlibiady lesting was lmplemented info all Prenatal ¢linics,

* The Division of Environmental Health contracted with 18 munielpalities in
1991 through the Intergovernmental Agreement Program. The program provides
food service Inspections, training and consultation to communities whe do not
have adequate staffing.

s The Division of Dental Health provided dental sealants to almost 2,000
children, Sealants are applied 1o the fiest four permanent molars lo reduce decay.

» Four physicians were trained in Norplant insertion in preparation for a
program to begin in 1992,

* Health Education stafl implemented a plan to Increase awareness of HIV and
AIDS among women In suburban Cook County. Brochures, wallet cards and
T-shirts were used during outreach activities.

*» The Agency co-sponsored three "Women's Health Days” for Hispanic women,
Discussions included Mammography, Domestic Violence, Mental Health and
Family Health. All sesslons were presented in Spanish.

= Well Child and WIC services were combined in the Hanover Park area in
September as a pilot program to determine the feasibility of combining other
clinic services inlo a "one stop shopping” concept.

» The Divisions of Health Statistics and Health Education provided clinie
ulilizalion slalistics, disease reports and demographic data 1o all municipalities
and townships in suburban Cook County.

» The Agency recetved a grant to reduce the risk of vector [mosquilo) spread
disease. Activities Included elimination of mosquito breeding sites and
surveillance for vector-infected birds,

* Spanish classes were held for employees to help Improve service delivery Lo
the inereasing number of Spanish clients. A Spanish-speaking public health
nurse was asslgned to provide case management in the Cicero Women, Infants
and Children clinie,

« A Problem Pregnancy chinic was opened in Harvey In 1991 to serve women
who may be at risk for health complications. Client visits topped 400 during
1991.

» Staff worked closely with Bloom Toewnship High School fo plan an in-schoal
day care program for teen mothers,

» The West Distriet Office relocated within Maywood to provide expanded
clinie space to its clients. The Administrative Office is scheduled (o relocale In
June of 1982,

» The Agency is now able to bill Medicaid for vision and hearing services.
» In response to the growing need for health services for children and the

effects of the recession, the Healthy Kids program increased its client load by
ten percent in 1991 without an Increase in staff or funding.
