




















1992 Highlights
Service Improvement

* Established a problem pregnancy clinic in Harvey staffed
with obstetricians who have delivery privileges at local
community hospitals.

¢ Started a Mother-Infant Pairs Clinic in west suburbs to
enable families to obtain family planning, well baby and
Women, Infants and Children {(WIC) services in one visit.

* Developed a referral system for colposcopy services at
Oak Forest Hospital and mammograms at Northwest
Community Hospital, St. James Hospital and Oak Park
Hospital.

¢ Implemented a universal Hepatitis B immunization
program for infants.

e Improved services for drug abusing mothers by
developing baby-sitting services for their children during
counseling sessions.

¢ Introduced Norplant Contraceptive Implants on a limited
basis in the Rolling Meadows and Markham family
planning clinics.

* Established a computerized traveler's information service
on a fee-for-service basis to provide foreign travel
immunization requiremerts, recommendations and U.S.
State Department advisories.

¢ Implemented a new program for issuing after-hour and
weekend burial permits to funeral directors via facsimile.

* Expanded the WIC Program to 12,000 clients to become
the second largest program in the state.

* Relocated the Administrative Office from Maywood to
Oak Park.

» Began a case evaluation/management program at the
CCDPH/Loyola Primary Care Clinic to assess frequent
utilization by patients and plan for ways to improve health
and reduce illness visits.

» Piloted in-school immunization programs in the west
suburbs to provide on-site immunizations and alleviate long
waits at evening clinics. This program provided 2,695
immunizations in 1992,

Fiscal Highlights

¢ Began billing Medicaid for vision and hearing screenings.
Projected annual revenue: 57,000,

¢ Worked with the state to develop a computerized
Medicaid billing system using existing case management
reporting forms.

* Expanded use of bus tokens to reduce taxi service cost for
transporting high risk pregnant women to clinic
appointments.

* Received a state grant to expand early detection of lead
peisoning in Harvey and Robbins,

+ Received four laser disc players for HIV /AIDS education
in CCDPH clinics.

* Received two preventive dental service grants:
pit and fissure sealant for schools and screening and
fluoride applications for Medicaid eligible children.

* Received a prenatal smoking cessation grant to reduce
smoking in pregnant women.



¢ Began Ryan White Care Grant Activities including
establishment of case management services and
development of a network of primary care physicians to
care for indigent HIV positive patients.
