After an increase in elevared
lead levels of Hispanic
children in the northern
suburbs and difficuley in
finding rradirional sources of
lead in the homes, staff
! determined thar much of the
pottery imported from
Mexico and South America is

manufactured with products

conraining lead.
Furthermare, staff discovered that these products are used regularly by Hispanies
w store, serve and prepare food.

This practice prompted the Divisions of Communiry Health and Health
Education, together with the Arlington Heights Health Department, to plan a day
of testing and education in a local apartment complex housing a large population

of Hispanics.

“We knew we were dealing with a cultural practice.
We needed to demonstrate how this pottery could be
harming the children.”

Children and pregnant women were tested and parents were educated about the
hazards of lead poisaning and how they could eliminate other sources of lead in

Experienced a 45% decrease in reported cases of syphilis due to intensive
outreach, case finding and follow-up as recommended by the
Chicago-Cook Counrty Syphilis Task Force.

In cooperation with Ingalls Hospital, opened the Cook County
Mid-South Health Center in Harvey to increase access to health services
for south suburban residents.

Piloted HIV testing and counseling at gay-identified facilities in an effore
to provide testing services in a more comfortable atmosphere.

Expanded hypertension program to a comprehensive Cardiovascular Risk
Reduction Program which includes smoking cessation, cholesterol and
hypertension,

For the third year, provided on-site inspections of the temporary food
service stands at the Western Open Golf Tournament. More than 25,000
people attended the event over a six day period.

Funding through the Ryan White CARE Act allowed the department
to provide training to more than 50 private physicians through the
Midwest AIDS Training and Education Center.

Opened WIC and family planning clinics at the Woody Winston Health
