Highlights 2001

The Communicable Disease Control Unit (CD) created a

bio-terrorism preparedness and response plan along with
a plan for the distnbution of medication in the event of an
ameargancy. The plan became a model usad by the llinols
Department of Public Heallh (IDPH).

In 2001, West Nile Virus was detected In crows in suburban
Cook County, The CD unit coordinaled testing of Infected
birds.

CD sponsored an Infection Contrel Conference focusing on
emerging infections, bio<terrarism and the new IDPH Rules
and Regulations far the Cantrol of Communicable Diseases.

The CCDPH Lead Poisoning and Prevention Unit was
created to administer funding for lead abatement and
mitigation as well as coordinate lead prevention activities in
Cook County.

Cook County Beard President, John H, Stroger, Jr., alang
with the Tobacco Prevention and Contral Unit {TPC),
launched Take It Quiside!", a health awareness campaign
that encourages smakers to quit and focuses on the risks of
secondhand smoke,

TPC sponsored the first-annual girls' symposium on
tobaceo. 125 Girl Scouts from west suburban chapters
leamed about the health aflects of smoking, strategies to
resist smoking and how the media glamerizes smoking,

Over 80 students participated in an art contest at Morion
East High School sponsored by the Violence Prevention
Unit. The winning design, "Stop Gun Viclence", was chosen
o appear on the 2002-03 town vehicle stickers in Cicero,

The CCOPH North District Office was recognized as one of
the top KidCare application agents in the state for their

successiul enrollmant of clients. 9’,

Highlights 2001

The |llincis Department of Public Aid selected CCDPH to administer
a grant fo raise public awareness about state funded insurance
programs for adults and children. The Access to Benefits and Care
Program (ABC) was crealed 1o increase enroliment in Medicaid and
KidCare programs throughout Cook County. Maore than 400,000
residents received information about the ABC program through
presentations, printed materials and public service announcements.

Staff from Environmental Health Services along with staff from
Health Screening and Disease Management served on the lllinois
Asthma Partnership Initiative and the Suburban Asthma
Consartium,

CCDPH and The llingis Environmental Health Association
co-spansared a food safety conference at Harper College in
Palating

More than 100 elementary schools In suburban Cook County
received preventive dental services for low-income children.

Child development screenings wera pravided to 125 children as
part of the ACK [All Our Kids) Birth to Three Metwork in Cicerc.

Low-income parents received free car seats and instruction on child
safety at classes provided by CCDPH Community/ School Health
aducators.

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Highlights 2001

A comprehensive program to foster healthy child development
among at-risk youth and their families was implementad at
Marton High School District #201, Through the CCDPH
Violenoe Prevention Unit, six weekly suppart groups were
conducted, serving approximately 74 girls per week.

The Future is Ours, a Latina teen pregnancy prevention
program, served 24 young women and their parenis at Morton
East High School in Cicero. Staff from the Community/Schoal
Health Education Unit instructed the girls on sexuality and
career developmeant,

Health Screening and Disease Management stalf screened
480 men for prostate cancer at churches and community
health fairs, exceeding the pravious year's goal by 50 percent,

The Sexually Transmitted Diseases program (STD) funded
nine community-basad organizations in the south suburbs 1o
conduct targeted syphilis elimination acfivities (education and
testing) tor high-nisk populations.

Prevention case management far peaple with HIV increased
substantially with 422 sessions held in 2001, up fram 279 in
2000,

The Ryan White Case Management program partnered with
the Ambulatory and Community Health Metwork (ACHN) to
establish a South Suburban Area Regional Coalition for HIV
Cara, The goal 15 to increass comprehensive health care and
sUpport services for HIV infected clients.
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Highlights 2001

The Targeted Intensive Prenatal Case Management Pragram (TIF)
was broadened to include the communities of Maywood and
Bellwood. TIP focuses on the prevention of low birth-weight infants
to mathers with high-risk factors.

The Healthy Families lingis (HFI) project serving Harvey,
Rebbins, Maywood, Bellwood and Cicero served 75 at-risk
families. Caseworkers visit with young parents to teach parenting
skills and instruct in child health and development. Preliminary
data from the lllinois Departiment of Human Services indicates that
HFI participants have lower rates of reporied child abuse when
compared to similar at-risk families not receiving those services.

The percentage of clients that receive both WIC and Family Case
Management services rose substantially. Over 90% of clients
enrolled in Family Case Management receive WIC services.
